Paul also 
makes this point in 2nd Corinthians. In the season of Lent, we 
are invited to walk the road that leads to new life – together 
committing to living with a clean heart and a right spirit within 
us and our community. 

 

Next Sunday's Message: “Mercy on the Wilderness Road” – 
At the end of his forty days, Jesus was a prime target for 
temptation. We find ourselves here to – and not after 40 days. 
We get down or tired or… and we don’t always recognize that 
God is there too, in these moments. Psalm 32 reminds us that 
God is present, to exhort, to instruct, and to be with us in our 
struggles and wanderings.
